RWI –blending and triangulation grip for pencils.

Read a range of stories pointing out details of number, colour, size or shapes. Develop favourites.  Learn to recognise their name on a name card.  





Taught ICT


Practise simple drag and drop / click and move using Active Primary or similar program.  Ask questions about Technology and how it works? What information can be retrieved from a computer? 





UW – Understanding the World 


To use recycled materials to create items needed on their adventures. (Imaginative items).


Create Goldilocks and the Bear Hunt indoor and outdoor learning environment – puppet theatre. 


Making and tasting porridge, porridge oats in the Tuff tray – using descriptive language.

Drawing, painting & collage
