Mathematics 


Revise all shapes and extend previous knowledge. Addition & subtraction mixed calculations. (written form with practical equipment to assist).


Measure length & width of seaside objects using blocks.  Revise number recognition.  Revise one to one correspondence up to 20 and beyond.








UW – Understanding the World 


Discuss the difference between the sea, a river and a pond.  What is a holiday?


Different holiday activities.   What you should wear in warm weather.  Make a collage of hot places and cold places to visit. Name places children have heard of in the world. (Diversity). Extend their experience.  Identify places on a map of the Uk and World.
