PSHE / SMSC:


Water Aid (world perspective). Know how water is used or wasted in our homes, leisure, industries and the world. To know that your actions affect yourself and others around you. Water Harvesting using water butts around school. (Maths link – data handling & measuring water collected).


Links to BFG – English – teaching young children about where to go for help, discuss the work of children’s charities e.g. child-line, NSPCC





Music:


Music – peripatetic teacher to teach tuned instruments.  Prepare music for community carol serve. 








Geography:  


The planet Earth and its composition (land and water).  Locate the worlds countries using maps to focus on Europe (including the location of Russia) and North and South America, concentrate on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics.
