Expressive Arts


Drawing, painting & collage, Printing, Clay and salt dough.  Making houses out of cardboard boxes. Role play area - home corner. 


Encourage imagination and role play. Using pencils, crayons, paint brushes (all sizes), scissors etc for indoor & outdoor play.  Create imaginative play in sand & water using home and family figures etc.


Paint & draw themselves or their family, friends and home. 





Music: (singing and Percussion)


Selection of favourite songs to link with topic and pupils interests. E.g. Head, Shoulders, Knees & Toes, If You’re happy & You Know It, dance festival music. 








CL – Communication and Language 


Vocabulary extension related to house rooms & family members.  Speaking & listening, Simple rhymes & stories, Listening to & following instructions, Self-registration – to move reading skills on – remove the photograph of pupils for Nursery 2 pupils to encourage letter recognition. 








Literacy


RWI – begin to introduce blending and triangulation grip for pencils. 


Exaggerate sound of initial sound of pupils’ names. (Listening and recognition)


Read a range of stories pointing out details of number, colour, size or shapes. Develop favourites.  





Taught ICT


Learn to switch a laptop / computer off and on.  Introduce the terms password and log on / off.  





Mathematics 


Continue to use small, medium & large.


Order 3 sizes correctly.


Sort according to various attributes including shape. Introduce sized equipment into sand & water. (Tidy up matching skills).


Introduce first, second & third.


Long, longer, longest, short, shorter, shortest
