For those pupils who are ready, make addition and subtraction sentences as a small group.  Counting backwards from 10.








Outdoor Learning:


Provision throughout the curriculum is mirrored indoor and outdoor.  Opportunities for counting, number recognition, reading and writing are made available outside. Sand and water will always be available as well as gross motor activities including bikes and soft play.
