Reinforce nursery experience of dragging and dropping – accuracy


Creating a story scene using IWB / ipad.  Extend to add text and encourage to write labels for pictures created using ICT.  Encourage pupils to ask for specific programmes which they like to use.

Painting rainbows (building upon nursery experience) starting from left to right.

Outdoor Learning:


Provision throughout the curriculum is mirrored indoor and outdoor.  Opportunities for counting, number recognition, reading and writing are made available outside. Sand and water will always be available as well as gross motor activities including bikes and soft play.
