UW – Understanding the World 


Recognise the similarities and differences between animals. Categories of animals – farm, pet, wild etc.


Know that all animals need to be cared for but wild animals fend for themselves.  Some animals are nocturnal.  Know that animals can get sick if they are not cared for.  Know animals move in different ways – flying, swimming etc.  People around the world care for one another and their pets.

Rote counting. Sorting & matching activities  Jigsaws (not insert Jigsaws) Matching games & puzzles. Some animals have 2 legs – count in 2’s up to 10.  Count forwards & backwards.  Written addition and subtraction (+1 or -1).   Two more than/2 less than (introduce number line).  ICT patterns (colour, shape & number)


Introduce the concept of Money and price. 1p 2p 5p 10p





Outdoor Learning:  


Provision throughout the curriculum is mirrored indoor and outdoor.  Opportunities for counting, number recognition, reading and writing are made available outside. Sand and water will always be available as well as gross motor activities including bikes and soft play.
