History:


Identify Ancient Greek period on a historical timeline. Use sources and artefacts to help understand what life was like in Ancient Greece.

Outdoor Learning:  


Collection of rocks and soils from in and around the school grounds.  Classify the types of rocks we find. 





PSHE / SMSC:
